Brenda Flintrop, Executive Director for Prairie Lakes Regional Arts Council is offering a free grant 
writing workshop for anyone within the nine county area (Blue Earth, Brown, Faribault, LeSueur, 
Martin, Nicollet, Sibley, Waseca or Watonwan Counties) who is interested in applying for a 
Sponsorship and Production Grant; Small Arts Grant; Arts-In-Education Grant or McKnight Individual 
Artist Grant.  These workshops will familiarize potential applicants with the application process, what 
projects are eligible, how to develop a project budget and other tips. 
 
The Sponsorship and Production, Small Arts and Arts-In-Education grant writing session is open to 
any non-profit arts organization, community group, school (including community education offices).  
These grants offer funding for projects or activities that involve the creation, performance or exhibition 
of art.   
 
The Individual Artist grant writing session will be open to artists in all art disciplines.  These grants 
offer funding for costs associated with visual art show preparations, portfolio production, producing a 
demonstration tape for a composer or musician, a video cassette for a choreographer, editorial 
assistance for a writer, registration fee, travel and other costs involved in advanced training.
