Education and a M.A. in Art Education and 
Studio Art, and was a K-12 art teacher at the 
Blue Earth Area School for 22 years.  Nancy 
lives in Winnebago and has been active in 
the Blue Earth Town & Country Players 
Theater as a board member and actor.  She is 
currently working with a group to produce 
murder mystery dinner theater shows.  
Nancy is also a lector and singer at St. 
Mary’s Church, Winnebago; directed many 
school plays and recently directed three 
plays for the Delavan community theater 
group.  Nancy also plays the violin and has 
been in the pit orchestra for community 
plays and in the past played with the 
Mankato Symphony Orchestra.   Nancy 
wanted to serve on the PLRAC board 
because she feels that the arts, in all areas, 
are an important part of a full life.  She 
would like to see them grow and continue to 
have an impact in our area with children and 
adults of all ages.

Mary Don Kislingbury has a B.F.A. and 
M.A. in Art, and is a retired elementary 
teacher.  She is a visual artist and is 
currently working with other community 
members to create the Red Rock Center for 
the Arts in Fairmont.  She has served on the 
board of several organizations including the 
Fairmont Opera House, Fairmont 
Community Concert Association, Martin 
County Artisans Guild, Fairmont Area 
Foundation, and is a Blandin Community  
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Sandra Walberg has a B.S., M.S., and 
M.F.A. in Art.  She is an active visual artist 
since retiring from Minnesota State 
University, Mankato, as the Coordinator of 
Information Services.  While there she was 
responsible for art displays in the Centennial 
Student Union as well as purchased student 
artwork to be on permanent display.  Sandra 
also coordinated the Student Art League and 
Alumni Art exhibitions at the Student 
Union.  In the past she was also an art 
teacher at the high school and college level.   
 
Michael Burgraff has a B.F.A. and M.A. in 
Arts and has been the managing director of 
the Fairmont Opera House since 1997.  He 
is a member of the Fairmont Healthy Youth 
Committee, a Fairmont Chamber of 
Commerce Ambassador, and a Blandin 
Community Leadership Program alumnus.  
He has directed children’s theatre 
productions and written a children’s 
musical.  Michael has served as president of 
the Minnesota Presenters Network.  He was 
previously the Assistant Director of 
Operations at the Mayo Civic Center in 
Rochester and Performance Facilities 
Manager at Wichita State University, 
Kansas.  Michael was also re-appointed to 
serve as the PLRAC treasurer. 
 
Douglas Huff has a B.A., M.A., and Ph.D. 
in Philosophy and has been a professor of 
philosophy at Gustavus Adolphus College, 
St. Peter since 1974.

He has served 
as Associate Academic Dean and chair of 
the Philosophy Department at Gustavus 
Adolphus College.  He is a member of the 
Arts Center of St. Peter and has staged 
readings of some of his plays at the arts 
center, Gustavus Adolphus College and 
nationally.  Doug was appointed to serve as 
PLRAC vice-president. 

GRANTS FOR ARTISTS 
The Arts Board’s Artist Assistance program has 
been significantly redesigned!  

In the past, the board has offered four grant 
opportunities for artists— Fellowships, Career 
Opportunity Grants, Video Documentation, and Folk 
Artist Apprenticeships. These separate programs 
have been discontinued and a new program—Artist 
Initiative Grants—has been created to replace them. 
It will fund projects that include many of the same 
kinds of arts opportunities, but will streamline them 
into one program. 

Artist Initiative Grants  

• This is a new, pilot program. Its purpose is to 
support and assist artists at various stages in their 
careers. It encourages artistic development, 
nurtures artistic creativity, and recognizes the 
contributions individual artists make to the 
creative environment of the state of Minnesota.  

Arts in Education 

• The Roster of Artists will continue to be used to 
serve schools applying for School Support grants 
in 2004. It is available on the Arts Board’s Web 
site. 

Folk Arts 

• The stand-alone Folk Arts program will be 
suspended in fiscal year 2004, however, 
elements of the program will be folded into the 
Artist Assistance program.  

• No Folk Arts Apprenticeships will be awarded in 
fiscal year 2004. 

• No Folk Arts Sponsorship grants will be made in 
fiscal year 2004. 

• The Minnesota Folk Artists Directory will 
continue to be available on-line for the time 
being, but new applications will not be accepted. 

Percent for Art in Public Places 
Under Minnesota statute, state buildings with 
construction or renovation budgets of $500,000 or 
more may designate up to $100,000 or one percent, 
whichever is less, of their total construction budget 
for the purchase or commission of original artwork. 
The Arts Board is reviewing its artists / artwork 
selection process and will announce new deadlines 
and procedures in the fall.

Nonprofit arts organizations, community 
groups or public organizations producing or 
sponsoring arts activities for their 
community area are eligible for a Small Arts 
project grant. This program is ideal for 
activities that may have a smaller budget, 
come up quickly as an opportunity and 
occur outside the main timeline for 
Sponsorship and Production project grants, 
which are offered only twice a year.    
 
Arts-In-Education (AIE) grants are available 
to public or private non parochial schools K-
12, for artist residencies, live art 
performances or mini-workshops and arts 
related field trips.   
 
Matching grants up to $500 are available for 
both.  Money is allocated to each county and 
awarded on a first come, first serve basis.

Preferably the applicant will already be 
the recipient of a PLRAC State 
Sponsorship and Production Art Project 
grant, for their regular season of 
activities.

A total of $30,500 was awarded in October 
2003 for Sponsorship and Production project 
grants.  A variety of activities including dance, 
instrumental and vocal music, theater and 
visual art exhibitions were funded.  
Sponsorship and Production project grants may 
be awarded to non-profit arts organizations, 
community groups or public organizations for 
arts activities in all artistic disciplines.
